Of the all the people surrounding the assassination of President Kennedy, few are more 
mysterious and enigmatic than David William Ferrie of New Orleans.

Questioning actions taken by American intelligence agencies prior to 9/11, this investigation 
charges that intelligence officials repeatedly and deliberately withheld information from the FBI, 
thereby allowing hijackers to attack the World Trade Center and the Pentagon.
